This term the Maths
department moved into their
new facilities, the rooms are
spacious and well equipped
with Interactive Whiteboards,
breakout areas for group work,
and ICT facilities. There is a
lovely purposeful working
atmosphere in the Maths
department.

Year 11 students will be under-

taking modular and linear
examinations in November, we
have been fortunate to have Mr
Shaun Proctor Green a
principal moderator for the
examination board to spend a
morning with us on November
Ist working with students on
examination techniques.

Year 11 students have recently
undertaken a mock maths
examination and the results
have been analysed to enable
staff and students to highlight
possible weak areas in their
examination performance. All
students will be given specific
revision topics. Revision and
intervention groups are taking
place each week to enable our
students to have the best
possible chance of examination

success. As a parent you are
able to help in ensuring that
your child works on the
revision topics on My Maths
(This is suitable for both Key
Stage 3 and 4). We have also
purchased Maths Watch CD’s,
students are able to purchase
these for £5 from their maths
teacher, the interactive CD’s
have all the topics from the
Higher and Foundation tier
papers with worked through
examples. If your child has an
IPOD or IPhone there are
maths revision apps designed
to cover all of the topics from
the exam board, the most
popular is Kerboodle Maths.
The app costs £2.49 to

Year 10 Boys Core PE

During their outdoor PE lesson, this half term, all Year 10 boys have been involved in Sports Ed. We have used the
sport of football for this half term but will be doing the same with rugby next half term. Basically, Sports Ed is a
programme where pupils not only participate as a player but as several other roles (e.g. Manager, referee, assistant
referee, timekeeper, fitness coach, scorer and match reporter). This area allows pupils to engage their English, Maths
and ICT skills as well as developing and refining their PE skills.

Pupils were put into teams via a selection process then selected their own team name and nominated a captain. Two
leagues were set up, one for each PE group and a playing order was created so that each team would play each other
twice over the season. At the half way point of the season there was a transfer window where each team was allowed
to transfer 2 players.

Some pupils who have taken on more of a statisticians role have created league tables, showing results, points etc. (see
below) and some pupils have produced match reports. A pupil for the Friday groups’ league has set up a website
where the results, points and goal scorers are published.

NETBOOKS (Gateway) — WHAT TO DO IF A PROBLEM OCCURS:-

Most pupils at Brumby are now enjoying the benefits of their Netbook, at school and at home. If you wish to find out
more about getting your own Netbook to use, please collect a leaflet from Reception.

Accidents and problems, however, do occur and there are some points to remember if anything happens to your
Netbook. Most importantly:-

DO NOTATTEMPT TO FIX THE PROBLEM YOURSELF! DO NOT TAMPER WITH THE MACHINE IN
ANY WAY! DOING SO COULD VOID THE INSURANCE COVER, WHICH YOU HAVE PAID FOR.

If you encounter any user problems, logging-on, etc, please let your teacher know, they will contact the School IT
Helpdesk for you and arrange for your Netbook to be looked at — usually whilst you are present.

If an accident occurs, the screen is cracked or a key becomes damaged for example, please DO NOT TRY TO FIX
THE PROBLEM YOURSELF, go to the Reception Desk as soon as you are able and tell them you wish to report
some damage to your Netbook.

They will ask the Finance staff to complete an Insurance Claim Form with you. The general information required
includes —

Full description on how the damage occurred;

The time and place the damage occurred;

Who discovered the damage and what damage occurred;

Or a full description if a theft has occurred.

You will need to leave your Netbook with the Finance staff. They will contact the Insurance Company and submit
your claim. If the Insurance Company decide the claim is successful, your Netbook will be collected from the school
to be repaired. If the Insurance Company do not accept the Claim, and believe the damage to be malicious, or not
covered under their terms & conditions, any repairs will need to be arranged by the school and any charges will be
paid for by yourselves. Or, the Netbook will be withdrawn.

Once fixed, the Netbook will be returned to the school and the IT Helpdesk will re-set your login details. You will be
asked to collect your Netbook and can begin using it again.

Obviously this whole process can take up to several weeks, when you will not have your Netbook. So, please take
extra care with this delicate piece of equipment, always carry it in the padded bag provided. When not in use, store it
in your locker or somewhere secure and safe. Do not let other people use your Netbook. Be aware of the
surroundings you use your Netbook in, to prevent accidents happening.

YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR NETBOOK — PLEASE LOOK AFTER IT !!

If you have a second incident, and need to claim again on the Insurance Policy a further charge may be payable
by you, this is because the Netbook value covered is £200. If your first claim uses, for example £144 to replace a
cracked screen & diagnostic testing, there will only be a small amount left towards any further damage. You,
the user would then be liable for additional costs. However, to reinstate the full insurance value on your
Netbook for further claims a charge of £10-£15 will be payable to the Insurance Company — we will contact
you/your parents when applicable.
